OPINION AND ORDER

JamesHines, apro seprisoner, filed ahabeas corpus petition challenging WCC 16-06-0259,
aprisondisciplinary proceeding held at the Westville Correctional Facility on June22, 2016, where
adisciplinary hearing officer found himguilty of disorderly conductinviolation of B-236. However,
he did not lose any earned credit time or demotion in credit class as aresult of this hearing because
the sanctions were suspended and have not yet been imposed. (DE 1 at 1.)

A prison disciplinary action can only be challenged in a habeas corpus proceeding where it
resultsin the lengthening of the duration of confinement. Hadley v. Holmes, 341 F.3d 661, 664 (7th
Cir. 2003). Here, the suspended sentence was not imposed, and so the disciplinary action has not
increased hisduration of confinement. Because there was no increase in the length of confinement,
Hines cannot receiverelief based on this habeas corpus claim. Because thereisno relief that he can
obtain in this habeas corpus proceeding, the petition will be denied. If in the future this suspended
sanction is imposed, then he may file another habeas corpus petition challenging it.

For the reasons set forth above, the court DENI ES the petition pursuant to SECTION 2254
HABEAS CORPUS RULE 4 and this caseis DISMISSED WITHOUT PREJUDICE.
