A federal court may issue a writ of habeas corpus pursuant to 28 §.2264(a) only if
it finds the applicant “is in custody in violation of the Constitution or laws oréseafithe United
States.”ld. Because the petitiones not “in custody” based on the sanctions imposed in the
challenged disciplinary hearintihe habeas action is mo&ee Eichwedel v. Curry, 700 F.3d 275,
279 (7th Cir. 2012)A mootcasanust be dismissed for lack of jurisdictidthome Care Providers,
Inc. v. Hemmelgarn, 861 F.3d 615, 620 (7th Cir. 2017).

Accordingly, for the above reasons, the respondemttgpposednotion to dismiss this
action as moot, dkt. [],lis GRANTED. Judgment consistent with this Entry shall now issue.
