by failing to control or segregate a co-inmate who they knew posed

an unreasonable danger to the physical safety of other prisoners.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the state law claims shall be

dismissed without prejudice.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that this action shall be referred back

to the Magistrate Judge for further proceedings.
