ORDER AFFIRMING THE

      The United States Magistrate Judge filed with the Court on October 14, 2011 her 

Recommended Decision (Docket No. 31).  The Defendant filed its Objections to the 

Recommended Decision (Docket No. 32) on October 28, 2012.  Plaintiff filed his 

Response to the Defendant’s objections (Docket No. 33) on November 14, 2011.

Plaintiff without any offset for the Plaintiff’s receipt of service-connected
