1. The security breach of Secwsraielectronic database that occurred
the summer of 2014 and resulted Haintiff Aaron Hernandez's phone
recordings being accessed by an utmawized party, including but not
limited to, how the breach occurredhat was accessed during the breach,

the identity of the party who accessedormation, additional parties to
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whom Hernandez's phone recordingsere provided, the telephone
recordings of every nature and degtron involving Hernandez maintained
by Securus, and any records of such recordings;

2. Any and all communications, in electronic fortm otherwise,
between Securus, Suffolk County SHexiDepartment and/or other parties
regarding the security breach; and

3. Any and all records, investagions and/or findings made by
Securus, made on Securus’s behalf, or made by yardies concerning the
security breach.

Defendant Securus will have unBlecember 12, 2016, to submit any
objections to the entry of a prelimany injunction directed to the same
subject matter.

This Order shall remain in effect until further @rdof the Court.
