Mr. Albery may make any request,
execute any document or cordrar modify the USAA Annuity Contract to make any
distribution, withdrawal, liquidatin, or any other dispensation wiespect to the Annuity funds
as if he were Christopher Coen, and USAA sbaithply with any such actions or requests by
Mr. Albery as if he were Christopher Coenpntler to effectuate the orders entered by the
Oakland County Probate Court.
