ORDER DENYING PETITIONER’S MOTION FOR APPOINTMENT OF
COUNSEL [DKT. 33]

On January 29, 2013, Petitioner Angeles¥@/ia state inmate, filed a petition for
a writ of habeas corpus under 28 U.8@254. On May 272015, after Petitioner
alleged that he discovered new @nde supporting new unexhausted claims, the
Court granted Petitioner’'s motion to stay tiase so that he could pursue relief in the
state courts. On October 29, 2015, thmu€ granted Petitioner’s motion to extend
time to file his post-conviction review @eeeding in the state trial court. Pending
before the Courtis Petitioner’s motiordgpoint counsel. [Dkt. 33]. Petitioner asserts
that he requires counsel to assist him in pursuing his state court remedies.

The constitutional right to counsel in criminal proceedings provided by the
Sixth Amendment does not apply to an agatiion for writ of habeas corpus or during

state collateral proceeding3basv. Burgess, 306 F.3d 441, 444 (6th Cir. 2002), cert.
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denied, 538 U.S. 984 (2003), ratenied, 539 U.S. 970 (200Fennsylvania v.
Finley, 481 U.S. 551, 555 (1987). The current action is being held in abeyance, and
the Court finds that whethd etitioner merits appointment of counsel in the state
courts to assist him during his state pastagction proceeding is a matter for the state
courts to decide. Petitioner’s motion gpointment of counsel is theref@ENIED.
