ORDER GRANTING PLAINTIFF'S MOTION
FOR TIME EXTENSION TO FILE AN APPEAL

Pro se plaintiff Hugh MacEachern filed his notice of appeal late. The
notice of appeal was due to be filed on or before December 30, 2016. Plaintiff
attempted to file his notice of appeal on that date, which was the Friday before
the New Year’s holiday, but the court was closed until Tuesday, January 3,
2017, which is when he eventually filed his notice of appeal. The Sixth Circuit
remanded the case to this court to determine whether plaintiff has shown
excusable neglect or good cause to warrant an extension of time for filing his
notice of appeal. The December 30, 2016 closure of the court was by an

order of the Chief Judge of this district and was not well publicized.
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Accordingly, plaintiff has shown excusable neglect or good cause for his delay
pursuant to Federal Rule of Appellate Procedure 4(a)(5)(A)(1)-(ii), and
plaintiff’s motion for a time extension to file his notice of appeal is GRANTED.
