1. The defendants may delete oedact from all documents and

information relating to the personnel Slef the individually named defendants

that are disclosed during discovery instimatter the following items: the social

security numbers, addresses, and telaphmumbers of individual employees; their

medical conditions or psychological assments, if any; the names of their

immediate family members; and the naraed addresses ohy persons named as

personal references.



2. The documents and information ctinging the personnel files of the
individually named defendantshall not be disclosed by party or his or her
counsel except solely for the purpose of tligation and theronly to the parties’
retained experts, employees, court repsrténe court presiding over this matter,
mediators assigned to the casel the parties themselves.

3. The disclosing party shall signate all such documents and
information as “Confidential — Subject ®rotective Order,” and every person to
whom any disclosure of such confideniigicuments or inforation is made shall
be advised of the terms of this Brctive Order and shall be bound by it.

4, Except as permitted by an ordetlats Court, no person shall, for any
other purpose except prosecution or deé of this case, make use of any
information so designatl as confidential.

5. After entry of a final order or judgment in this case from which no
party may seek timely judicial reviewall copies of all documents containing
information designed as confidential undas tArotective Order shall be delivered
forthwith to the attorney for the party signating such information as confidential
but only upon request by idaattorney. Otherwise, the documents will be

maintained in the ordinary coursedathis Order will remain in effect.



6. This Stipulated Protective Ordesr without prejudice to the right of
any party to seek relief from the Cowpon good cause shown from any of the
restrictions above.

7. This order does not authorize filang of any documents under seal.
Documents may be sealedly if authorized by statute, rule, or order of the Court.
A party seeking to file under seal apgaper or other matter in any civil case
pursuant to this section shall file and seavmotion that sets forth (i) the authority
for sealing; (ii) an identification and description of each item proposed for sealing;
(i) the reason that sealing each itemniscessary; (iv) theeason that a means
other than sealing is not available or unsatisfactory to preserve the interest
advanced by the movant in support tbe seal; (v) a memorandum of legal
authority supporting the sedtee Local Rule 5.3. The mowa shall not file or
otherwise tender to the Clerk any itenoposed for sealing unless the Court has
granted the motion required kyis section. Whenever a man to seal is filed, the
movant shall submit a proposed order whicltest the particular reason the seal is
required. The proposed ordghnall be submitted to theigdge to whom the case is

assigned or to the magistrate judge to whom the matter is referred, via the link
