Currently before the court is Magistrate Judge Curtis Ivy’s October 20, 2023
Report and Recommendation. (ECF No. 74). Magistrate Judge lvy recommends
denying Plaintiff’s motion for preliminary injunction (ECF No. 49). The court is
fully advised in the premises and has reviewed the record and the pleadings.
