The parties to this actionyraze from different states; however, the
jurisdictional amount is not met. Theoe¢, this court dclines to exercise

supplemental jurisdiction over Plaintiff's state law claims to avoid jury confusion.
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See28 U.S.C. §1367(c); United Mine Workers v. Gikit82 U.S. 715 (1966); Padilla

v. City of Saginaw867 F. Supp. 1309 (E.D. Mich. 1994).
