2. Petitioner’s application for a writ of habeas corpus [Docket No. 1]
is DENIED AS MOOT.

3. Petitioner’s Motion for Sanctions [Docket No. 11] is DENIED.

4, Petitioner’s Second Motion for Sanctions [Docket No. 12] is
DENIED.

5. Petitioner’s Third Motion for Sanctions [Docket No. 26] is DENIED.
