P. 72(b). Based on that review, the Court adopts the R&R and grants the government’s motion.

OVERRULES plaintiff’s objection [ECF No. 52] and ADOPTS the R&R [ECF No. 50]. IT IS

HEREBY ORDERED THAT:
1. The government’s motion to dismiss or for summary judgment [ECF No. 25] is
GRANTED.

2. This action is DISMISSED WITH PREJUDICE AND ON THE MERITS.
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LET JUDGMENT BE ENTERED ACCORDINGLY.
