ORDER ON MOTION TO DISMISS

Defendant East Mississipfiectric Power Association (EMEA) seeks dismissal of the
claims against it on the grounds that Tenees¥alley Authority (TVA) failed to properly
execute service. In particular, EMEPA insishat TVA served a copy of the Summons and
Complaint for this action on Patricia Stokes, EMEPA employee at the Louisville branch of
EMEPA.

Pursuant to Federal Rule of Civil Prdoee 4(h), a corporation must be served

by delivering a copy of the summons and of the complaint to an officer, a
managing or general agent, or any othgent authorized by appointment or
by law to receive service gfrocess and — if the agent is one authorized by
statute and the statute so requireby-also mailing a copy of each to the
defendant.

FeED. R.Civ. P. 4(h)(1)(B).

EMEPA asserts that Patricia Stokesdt a managing or general agent.

In addition to responding to the Motion Bismiss, TVA also had process served on
Randy Carroll and Wayne Henson, both Chief OtiegaOfficers of EMEPA in Meridian. As
TVA has now sufficiently complied with FederBule 4(h), there is no ground to dismiss the
action. Accordingly, the Motion tBismiss for Insufficiency of Process [3] is DENIED.

The parties are instructed to contact the magistrate judga’sbehrs within fourteen (14)

days of the date of this Orderdohedule a Case Management Conference.
