Respondent has failed to assist the petitioner by correcting specific
problems in their operating system which have since 1 November
failed, and continue to fail, to allow the petitioner to open a new
account on the respondent’'s website,

Respondent has violated the petitioner's freedom to use the social
networking site in peace,
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THEREFORE, the United States District Court, for the Western
District of the State of Missouri, shall have nationwide authority
effective immediately to mandate the following:

Respondent MUST IMMEDIATELY repair ALL technical problems that
prevent the petitioner from applying for a new account on the
respondent's website,

Respondent MUST IMMEDIATELY stop interfering with the
1|=)el::iti<?n¢=:r's freedom of lawful speech and expression, INCLUDING the
ollowing:

° Support of specific causes and organisations

° Support of specific individuals and their professional and
humanitarian efforts

Respondent MUST allow the petitioner to network in peace without

Respondent MUST NOT retaliate by continuing to deny service or
access or assistance to the petitioner.
