ORDER OF DISMISSAL

The complaint in this matter was filed on June 8, 2009. On March 24, 2010 this Court
ordered the plaintiff to show cause why this matter should not be dismissed for failure to
prosecute in light of the fact that no service upon defendants has been accomplished in over nine
months.
