Note: Motions to
compel shall not be filed without first contacting the chambers of the undersigned
magistrate judge to set a conference for discussing the parties’ dispute.

The deadlines for complete expert disclosures for all experts expected to testify at
trial, (both retained experts, (Fed. R. Civ. P. 26(a)(2)(B)), and non-retained
experts, (Fed. R. Civ. P. 26(a)(2)(C)), are:

For the plaintiff(s): July 3, 2017.

For the defendant(s): August 15, 2017.

The deposition deadline is September 15, 2017.



6) The deadline for filing motions to dismiss and motions for summary judgment is
December 1, 2017.

7) The deadline for filing motions to exclude testimony on Daubert and related
grounds is October 17, 2017.

8) Motions in limine shall be filed five business days prior to trial. It is not the
normal practice to hold hearings on motions in limine or to rule on them in
advance. Counsel should plan accordingly.
