Motions
to compel discovery must be filed at least 15 days prior to the discovery and
deposition deadline.

e. A telephonic conference with the court will be held on August 22, 2011 at

10:00 a.m. The status of case progression and potential settlement will be
discussed during the conference call. Counsel for plaintiff shall place the call.
