(Filing No. 57).  The parties seek to extend the deadlines in this case regarding the plaintiffs’

motion for class certification under Fed.R.Civ.P. 23, pending the court’s ruling on  the defendant’s

motion for partial summary judgment (Filing No. 47).  Upon consideration, 

IT IS ORDERED:

1. Parties’ deadline for discovery relating to class action certification shall be thirty

(30) days following the court’s ruling on the defendant’s motion for partial summary judgment

(Filing No. 47).  

2.  The plaintiffs’ deadline to file a class action certification motion shall be forty-five

(45) days following the court’s ruling on the defendant’s motion for partial summary judgment

(Filing No. 47).  

3. The defendant shall have twenty-one (21) days following the filing of plaintiffs’

class action motion in which to file a response brief.

4. The plaintiffs shall then have fourteen (14) days to file a reply brief in support of

class action certification.
