 Corporate defendant Ramirez Plastering, LLC, was given until March 
27, 2018 to obtain the services of counsel and have that attorney file an 
appearance on its behalf, and was warned that if it failed to do so, the court 
may file an entry and/or judgment of default against it without further notice.
