IX. VIOLATION OF THIS ORDER
10 If a partyhascauseto believethata violation of this Orderhas

13 protectionsof this Orderarenot adequatefor particularConfidential
14 Documentsor information,thatpartymaypetitiontheCourtfor an
15 appropriateamendmentto this Order.
16 X. RETURNOR DESTRUCTIONOF CONFIDENTIAL DOCUMENTS
17 At theconclusionof this action,all Confidential Documentsand
18 copiesthereofin thepossession,custodyor controlof thepartiesshallbe
19 eitherreturnedto theproducingpartyor destroyed.All notes,memoranda,
20 summariesor otherdocumentsin thepossession,custodyor controlof the
21 partiesreferringto, describing,or relatingto ConfidentialDocumentsshall
22 bedestroyed,exceptthatcounselto eachpartymayretainonecopyof
23 pleadings,transcripts,exhibits,notes,memoranda,andcorrespondence
