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Plaintiff, the Federal Trade Commission (“Commission” or “FTC"), filed its Complg
for Permanent Injunction and Other Equitable Relief, as amended, (“Complaint”), in this
pursuant to Sections 13(b) and 19 of the Federal Trade Commission Act (“FTC Act”), 15
88 53(b) and 57bThe Commission and Defendants AWS, LLC, FBA Distributors, LLC, FI
Stores, LLC, Info Pros, LLC, Info Solutions, LLC, Online Auction Learning Center, Inc. (N
Corp.), Online Auction Learning Center, Inc. (Nev. Corp.), Christopher F. Bowser, Adam
Bowser, and Jody Marshall (“Settling Defendants”) stipulate to the entry of this Stipulateg
for Permanent Injunction and Monetary Judgment (“Order”) to resolve all matters in disp
this action between them.

THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED as follows:

FINDINGS
1. This Court has jurisdiction over this matter.
2. The Complaint charges that Settling Defendants participated in deceptive g

unfair acts or practices in violation of Section 5 of the FTC Act, 15 U.S.C. § 45, and in vi(
of the Business Opportunity Rule, 16 C.F.R. Part 437, in connection with the advertising
marketing, distribution, promotion and sale of business opportunities to consumers throu
the United States.

3. Settling Defendants neither admit nor deny any of the allegations in the
Complaint, except as specifically stated in this Order. Only for purposes of this action, S
Defendants admit the facts necessary to establish jurisdiction.

4, Settling Defendants waive and release any claims that they may have agai
Commission and the Receiver, including against any agent of the Commission or the Re

that relate to this action.
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5. Settling Defendants waive all rights to appeal or otherwise challenge or cof
the validity of this Order.

6. Individual Defendant Jody Marshall filed a petition for relief under Chapter
the Bankruptcy Code on January 5, 20li6re Jody L. Marshall, No. BKS-16-10016-MKN
(Bankr. D. Nev.) (“Marshall Bankruptcy Case”). The Commission’s prosecution of this aq
and the Order are actions to enforce the Commission’s policy or regulatory power. As a
the Marshall Bankruptcy Case is pending as of the date of entry of this Order, then these
are excepted from the automatic stay pursuant to 11 U.S.C. 8 362(b)(4).

DEFINITIONS

For the purpose of this Order, the following definitions apply:

A. “Business Coaching Program”’means any program, plan, good, or service, includir
those related to business opportunities, that is represented, expressly or by implication, 1
train or teach a participant or Purchaser how to establish, operate, or improve the Purchs
business.
B. “Business Opportunity” means a commercial arrangement in which:
1. A Seller solicits a prospective Purchaser to enter into a new business; and
2. The prospective Purchaser makes a required payment; and
3. The Seller, expressly or by implication, orally or in writing, represents that {

Seller or one or more Designated Persons will:
0] Provide locations for the use or operation of equipment, displays, ve
machines, or similar devices, owned, leased, controlled, or paid for by the

Purchaser; or
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(i) Provide outlets, accounts, or customers, including Internet outlets,

accounts, or customers, for the Purchaser’s goods or services; or

(i) Buy back any or all of the goods or services that the Purchaser make

produces, fabricates, grows, breeds, modifies, or provides, including provig

payment for such services as, for example, stuffing envelopes from the

Purchaser’s home.
C. “Designated Person’means any Person, other than the Seller, whose goods or se
the Seller suggests, recommends, or requires that the Purchaser use in establishing or @
new business.
D. “Document’ is synonymous in meaning and equal in scope to the usage of “docur
and “electronically stored information” in Federal Rule of Civil Procedure 34(a),
Fed. R. Civ. P. 34(a), and includes writings, drawings, graphs, charts, photographs, sour
video recordings, images, internet sites, web pages, websites, electronic correspondenc
including e-mail and instant messages, contracts, accounting data, advertisements (incld

advertisements placed on the World Wide Web), FTP Logs, Server Access Logs, USEN

Newsgroup postings, books, written or printed records, handwritten notes, telephone logg

telephone scripts, receipt books, ledgers, personal and business canceled checks and c
registers, bank statements, appointment books, computer records, customer or sales da
and any other electronically stored information, including Documents located on remote
or cloud computing systems, and other data or data compilations from which information
obtained directly or, if necessary, after translation into a reasonably usable form. A draft

identical copy is a separate document within the meaning of the term.
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E. “Earnings Claim” means any oral, written, or visual representation to a consumer,
prospective Purchaser or investor that conveys, expressly or by implication, a specific le
range of actual or potential sales, or gross or net income or profits. Earnings claims incly

are not limited to any: (1) chart, table, or mathematical calculation that demonstrates po

rel or
ide, but

ssible

results based upon a combination of variables; and (2) statements from which a consumgr,

prospective Purchaser or investor can reasonably infer that he or she will earn a minimu
of income (e.qg., “earn enough to buy a Porsche,” “earn a six-figure income,” or “earn yoy
investment back within one year”).
F. “Person” means a natural person, organization, or legal entity, including a corporg
partnership, proprietorship, association, cooperative, government or governmental subdi
agency, or any other group or combination acting as an entity.

G. “Providing locations, outlets, accounts, or customersineans furnishing the

prospective Purchaser with existing or potential locations, outlets, accounts, or customers;

requiring, recommending, or suggesting one or more locators or lead generating compar
providing a list of locator or lead generating companies; collecting a fee on behalf of one
locators or lead generating companies; offering to furnish a list of locations; or otherwise
assisting the prospective Purchaser in obtaining his or her own locations, outlets, accour
customers.
H. “Purchaser” means a Person who buys a Business Opportunity or Business Coaq
Program.
l. “Receivelf means Robb Evans & Associates LLC, the receiver appointed in Sectidg

of the Temporary Restraining Order issued on March 14, 2018 [ECF No. 29], and whose
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appointment is continued in Section VI of this Order, and any deputy receivers that shall
named by Robb Evans & Associates LLC.

J. “Receivership Estaté means the assets identified in Section I11.C of this Order and
assets of the Settling Corporate Defendants, including: (a) any assets of the Settling Cor
Defendants currently in the possession of the Receiver; (b) all the funds, property, premi
accounts, documents, mail, and all other assets of, or in the possession or under the cor
Settling Corporate Defendants, wherever situated, the income and profits therefrom, all g
money now or hereafter due or owing to the Settling Corporate Defendants, and any oth
or property belonging or owed to the Settling Corporate Defendants; (c) any assets of thg
Corporate Defendants held in asset protection trusts; (d) any reserve funds or other accq
associated with any payments processededralf of any Settling Corporate Defendant,
including such reserve funds held by a payment processor, credit card processor, or ban
all proceeds from the sale of such assets, except those assets the sale of which the Rec
determines will not add appreciably to the value of the estate.

K. “Seller” means a person who offers for sale or sells a Business Opportunity or BU
Coaching Program.
L. “Settling Corporate Defendants means AWS, LLC, FBA Distributors, LLC, FBA
Stores, LLC, Info Pros, LLC, Info Solutions, LLC, Online Auction Learning Center, Inc. (N
Corp.), Online Auction Learning Center, Inc. (Nev. Corp.), and any of their subsidiaries,
affiliates, successors, and assigns.

ORDER
l. BUSINESS OPPORTUNITY AND BUSINESS COACHING BAN

IT IS ORDERED that Settling Defendants are permanently restrained and enjoineg|
advertising, marketing, distributing, promoting, or offering for sale, or assisting in the
advertising, marketing, distributing, promoting, or offering for sale of, any Business Oppd
or Business Coaching Program.

Il. PROHIBITED BUSINESS ACTIVITIES

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that Settling Defendants, Settling Defendants’ officer
agents, employees, and attorneys, and all other Persons in active concert or participatio
them, who receive actual notice of this Order, whether acting directly or indirectly, in con
with promoting or offering for sale any good or service, are permanently restrained and ¢
from:

A. making any Earnings Claim, unless the Earnings Claim is non-misleading,
the time such claim is made, Settling Defendants: (1) have a reasonable basis for their ¢
have in their possession written materials that substantiate the claim; and (3) make the v
substantiation available upon request to the consumer, potential Purchaser or investor, &
Commission; or

B. misrepresenting or assisting others in misrepresenting, expressly or by img
any other fact material to consumers concerning any product or service, such as the totg

any material restrictions, limitations, or conditions; or any material aspect of its performa

efficacy, nature, or central characteristics.

E. The Receiver shall, as soon as practicable, commence the sale of the unlig
assets identified in Subsection C above and surrendered pursuant to this Order using a
commercially reasonable procedure. The Receiver shall hold the surrendered assets, af
proceeds from the sale of the unliquidated assets, for future transfer in accordance with
instructions from the Court.

F. Upon delivery of the payments specified in Subsection B above to the
Commission, and of all the assets specified in Subsection C above to the Receiver, the 1
of the judgment is suspended, subject to Subsections G-O below.

G. The Commission’s agreement to the suspension of part of the judgment is

expressly premised upon the truthfulness, accuracy, and completeness of Settling Defer
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sworn financial statements and related Documents (collectively, “financial representation
submitted to the Commission, namely:
1. the Financial Statement of Individual Defendant Christopher F. Bowser sig]
March 21, 2018, including the attachments;

H. The suspension of the judgment will be lifted as to any Settling Defendant i
upon motion by the Commission, the Court finds that Settling Defendant failed to disclos
material asset, materially misstated the value of any asset, or made any other material
misstatement or omission in the financial representations identified above.

l. If the suspension of the judgment is lifted, the judgment becomes immedia
due as to that Settling Defendant in the amount specified in Subsection A above (which {
parties stipulate only for purposes of this Section represents the consumer injury and unj
enrichment alleged in the Complaint), less any payments previously made pursuant to th

Section, plus interest computed from the date of entry of this Order.
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J. Settling Defendants relinquish dominion and all legal and equitable right, tit
and interest in all assets transferred purstaatitis Order and may not seek the return of any
assets.

K. The facts alleged in the Complaint will be taken as true, without further pro
any subsequent civil litigation by or on behalf of the Commission, including in a proceedi
enforce its rights to any payment or monetary judgment pursuant to this Order, such as &
nondischargeability complaint in any bankruptcy case.

L. The facts alleged in the Complaint establish all elements necessary to sust
action by the Commission pursuant to Section 523(a)(2)(A) of the Bankruptcy Code, 11 |
8 523(a)(2)(A), and this Order will have collateral estoppel effect for such purposes.

M. Settling Defendants acknowledge that their Taxpayer ldentification Numbe
(Social Security Numbers or Employer Identification Numbers), which Settling Defendan
previously submitted to the Commission, may be used for collecting and reporting on any
delinquent amount arising out of this Order, in accordance with 31 U.S.C. §7701.

N. All money paid to the Commission or assets ultimately surrendered to the
Commission pursuant to this Order (or any subsequent Court order issued in this matter
further instructions from the Court may be deposited into a fund administered by the
Commission or its designee to be used for equitable relief, including consumer redress 3
attendant expenses for the administration of any redress fund. If a representative of the
Commission decides that direct redress to consumers is wholly or partially impracticable
money remains after redress is completed, the Commission may apply any remaining m
such other equitable relief (including consumer information remedies) as it determines to

reasonably related to Settling Defendants’ practices alleged in the Complaint. Any mong
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used for such equitable relief is to be deposited to the U.S. Treasury as disgorgement. §
Defendants have no right to challenge any actions the Commission or its representativeg
take pursuant to this Subsection.

O. The asset freeze imposed by the March 14, 2018 Temporary Restraining
[ECF No. 29], is modified to permit the payment and transfers identified in Subsections B
above. Upon completion of those payment and transfers, the asset freeze as to Settling
Defendants is dissolved. Any existing asset freeze as to the remaining non-settling Defg
shall remain in full force and effect.

IV. CUSTOMER INFORMATION

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that Settling Defendants, and their representatives, g
employees, and attorneys, and all other persons in active concert or participation with an
them, who receive actual notice of this Order, are permanently restrained and enjoined f
directly or indirectly:

A. failing to provide sufficient customer information to enable the Commission
efficiently administer consumer redress. Settling Defendants represent that they have pi
this redress information to the Commission. If a representative of the Commission reque
writing any information related to redress, Settling Defendants must provide it, in the forn
prescribed by the Commission, within 14 days.

B. disclosing, using, or benefitting from customer information, including the ng
address, telephone number, email address, social security number, other identifying info
or any data that enables access to a customer’s account (including a credit card, bank a

other financial account), that any Settling Defendant obtained prior to entry of this Order

C. failing to destroy such customer information in all forms in their possession
custody, or control within 30 days after receipt of written direction to do so from a repress
of the Commission.

Provided, however, that customer information need not be disposed of, and may |
disclosed, to the extent requested by a government agency or required by law, regulatiof
court order.

V. COOPERATION

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that Settling Defendants must fully cooperate with
representatives of the Commission in this case and in any investigation related to or ass
with the transactions or the occurrences that are the subject of the Complaint. Settling
Defendants must provide truthful and complete information, evidence, and testimony. S¢
Individual Defendants must appear and Settling Corporate Defendants must cause Settli
Corporate Defendants’ officers, employees, representatives, or agents to appear for inte
discovery, hearings, trials, and any other proceedings that a Commission representative

reasonably request upon 5 days written notice, or other reasonable notice, at such place

times as a Commission representative may designate, without the service of a subpoena.

VI. RECEIVERSHIP
IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that Robb Evans & Associates LLC is hereby appoin
equity Receiver for the Settling Corporate Defendants for the purpose of taking the nece
steps to wind down the businesses of the Settling Corporate Defendants, liquidate asset

any net proceeds to the Commission to satisfy the monetary judgment in this Order. In g
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out these duties, the Receiver shall be the agent of this Court, shall be accountable direqd
Court, and is authorized and directed to:

A. Take any and all steps that the Receiver concludes are appropriate to wing
the affairs of the Settling Corporate Defendants.

B. Continue to exercise full control over the Settling Corporate Defendants an
continue to collect, marshal, and take custody, control, and possession of all the funds,
premises, accounts, documents, mail, and other assets of, or in the possession or under,
control of the Settling Corporate Defendants, wherever situated, the income and profits
therefrom, and all sums of money now or hereafter due or owing to the Settling Corporat
Defendants.

C. Continue to have full control over the management and personnel of the S¢
