IFP status 

is of no use to a defendant because defendants are not ordinarily responsible for paying the filing 

fee or service-related costs.  Accordingly, Goff need not be concerned with IFP status, and the 

court assures him that his indigence will not prevent him from defending this case as a pro se 

party.
