This matter comes before the Court on the motion for reconsideration of this Court’s
Opinion and Order entered on May 21, 2015 lairRiff SAMRAT Container Lines, Inc.
(“SAMRAT”). SAMRAT argues that this Court dismissed the Complaint prematurely, since
SAMRAT had not yet had the opportunity to demonstrate that this Cour personam
jurisdiction over Defendant. This Court disagrees. The Complaint, as originally filed, asserts
jurisdiction based only oquasi in rem jurisdiction, alleging that the Defendant may not be
found within this district. Now, it appears tHBAMRAT wishes to proceed on the jurisdictional
basis ofin personam jurisdiction. If this is the case, SAMRAT must amend the Complaint to
assert a basis fon personam jurisdiction. SAMRAT is given leave to amend the Complaint
within 30 days of the date of entry of this Order, so that it may assert a bagsipdiconam
jurisdiction. The motion for reconsideration (Docket Entry No. 5GRANTED to this extent.
