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THIS MATTER IS BEFORE THE COURT on Plaintiff’s “Application For Attorney’s
Fees Under The Equal Access To Justice Act” (Document No. 16) filed June 27, 2018. This
motion has been referred to the undersigned Magistrate Judge pursuant to 28 U.S.C. § 636(b), and
immediate review is appropriate.
