 On October 7, 2016, the parties filed a joint motion for a protective order.1 The protective 

order would “allow Defendants to provide Plaintiffs  with access to documents and information . 

. . while protecting confidential information contained therein.”2  Neither the motion nor the 

proposed order, however, specifically identify what type of information warrants a protective 

order.3 While the Court would consider a motion to protect policy holders’ personal identifying 

information, the motion as written is unduly broad.  Therefore, the Court DENIES the motion.
