28 U.S.C. § 636(b)(1)(C) (2002). In this case, the fourteen-day period has elapsed and no objections have
been filed. The failure to file written objectiottsa Magistrate Judge’sport and recommendation

constitutes a waiver of a g@vodetermination by the district court of an issue covered in the report.
