ORDER

Plaintiff, who unsuccessfully pursuedtheinstantcivilrights
actionunder 42 U.S.C. 81983, filed a motion to vacate court costs,
requesting a court order that no further deductions be made from
his prison account for the payment of the filing fee in this
action. On February 16, 2018, the magistrate judge filed a report
and recommendation inwhich she recommended that plaintiff's motion
to vacate court costs be denied.

Thereportand recommendation specifically advised the parties
that objections to the report and recommendation were due within
fourteen days, and that the failure to object to the report and
recommendation “will result in a waiver of the right to de novo
review by the District Judge and waiver of the right to appeal the
judgment of the District Court.” Doc. 21, p. 3. The time period
forfiling objections to the reportand recommendation has expired,
and no objections to the report and recommendation have beenfiled.

Accordingly, the court adopts the report and recommendation

(Doc. 21). The motion to vacate court costs (Doc. 20) is denied.
