award be made payable to Plaintiff's ati®y pursuant to thEAJA assignment duly
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signed by Plaintiff and counsel.

If no such pre-exigjidebt exists, Defendant shall pay the
EAJA award directly to Plaintif counsel pursuant to the EAJA assignment
signed by Plaintiff and counsel; and
