DECISION AND ENTRY

This case is before the Court on the parties’ Joint Stipulation For The Award O
AttorneyFeesUnder The Equal Access To Justice Act (EAJA), 28 U.S.C. § 2412.
(Doc. #14). Specifically, the parties stipulate to an award to Plaintiff of $3,000.00 in
attorney fees, costs, and expenses. The award of atfeasayill fully satisfy any
and all Plaintiff’'sclaimsfor fees, costs, and expenses under 28 U.S.C. §tRdi thay
be payable in this case.

Any feespaid belong to Plaintiff and not her attorneyd said feesanbe offset
to satisfy pre-existing delthat Plaintiff owes the United States undetrue v. Ratliff,

560 U.S. 582010). After the Court enters this EAJA award, if counsel for the
partiescanverify that Plaintiff owes no pre-existing debt subject to offset, Defendant
agrees to direct that the award be made payable to Plaintiff's attorney pursuant to an

EAJA assignment duly signed Byaintiff and her counsel.
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ITISTHEREFORE ORDERED THAT:

1. The Parties’ Joint Stipulation For The Award Of Attorney Fees Under The
EAJA (Doc. #14) is accepted, and the Commissioner shall pay Plaintiff's
attorney fees, costs, and expenses in the total amount of $3,000.00;

2. Counsel for the parties shall verifyjthin thirty days of this Decision and
Entry, whether or not Plaintiff owes a pre-existing debt to the United States
subject to offset. If no such pre-existing debt exists, Defendant shall pay the
EAJA award directly to Plaintif counsel pursuant to the EAJA assignment
sigred by Plaintiff and counsel; and

3. The case remains terminated on the docket of this Court.
