Fees Under the Equal Access to Justice Aocl2t No. 17] is herebgranted and that the
Government is hereby orderedpay the above-referenced amoto the Plaintiff as the
prevailing party herein. IT IS FURTHER ORBED that if the Plaintiff's attorney is
subsequently awarded any fees pursuant t9.82C. 8 406(b)(1), samttorney shall refund
the smaller amount of such fees to the Plaintiff pursuaweakiey v. Bowen, 803 F.2d
575, 580 (10th Cir. 1986).
