 This matter comes before the Court on Defendant Marciano Villarruel’s Motion to 

Dismiss Defendant Tiffany Charles From Action [Doc. No. 33].  No party has filed a 

response within the time period set by LCvR7.1(g), and the Court deems the Motion 

confessed.  Further, an examination of the court record in Defendant Tiffany Charles’ 

bankruptcy case, In re Watson-Charles, No. 14-11981, Pet.
