Plaintifl, QVC, Inc. (“Plaintifl™), and defcndants. Stacey Schieffelin, David
Schieffelin and Model Prefer, Lid (collectively, “Defendants™), by and through their
respective undersigned counsel, agree and stipulate, subject to the approval of the Coun,
as follows:

1. On November 17, 2006, Defendants filed their “Motion (o Dismiss
Amended Complaint and to Strike Paragraphs Of Amended Complaint For Violation of
PRE 408" (the “Motion to Dismiss”) in response to Plaintiff’s Anmended Complaint..

2 Pursuant to Rule 7(c) of the Rules of Civil Procedure of the United States
District Court for the Eastern District of Pennsylvania (the “Local Rules™), Plaintiff is

required to respond to the Motion to Dismiss on or before December 1, 2000
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3. On December 1, 2006, the Court approved the stipulation and agreement
of Plainti(f and Defendants that the time in which Plaintiff was required to respond to
Defendants’ Motion to Dismiss would be enlarged for 4 period of thirty (30) days, or up
0 and including January 2, 2007.

4, In view of ongoing and serious settlement discussions, the parties
requested, and on Dccember 27, 2006 the Court granted, an additional three week

enlarpement of the time for Plaintiff o respond to Defendants’ Motion to Dismiss.

5 Plaintiff and Defendant have utilized the extensions granted by the Count
for serious and eamest discussions, exchange of scveral proposals and a meeting of the
parties and counsel, all seeking an amicable resolution of the within civil aclion.
Currently, there are proposals outstanding from both parties toward that cnd.

6 Plaintiff and Defendants are thus engaged in genuine efforts seeking an
amicable resolution of the within civil action. In order to facilitate such discussions, and
to avoid potentially unnecessary costs that could {mpede an amicable resolution of this
matter, Plaintiff and Defendants stipulate and agreement, pursuant to Local Rule 7.4(b)
and subject to approval of the Court, that (he time in which Plaintiff is required to
respond to Defendants’ Motion to Dismiss will be enlarged for a additional period of

three (3) weeles or up to and including February 6, 2007

document.
