We award the plaintiffs the following damages:

$214,582.00

Stanley P. Laskowski, III’'s Future Loss of Earnings and Lost Earning
Capacity: $2,144,803.00

Stanley P. Laskowski, III’'s Past Non-Economic Damages in a lump sum,
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including pain and suffering, embarrassment and humiliation and loss of
the ability to enjoy the pleasures of life: $500,000.00

Stanley P. Laskowski, III’'s Future Non-Economic Damages in a lump sum,
including pain and suffering, embarrassment and humiliation and loss of
the ability to enjoy the pleasures of life: $700,000.00

Marisol Laskowski’s past, present and future loss of her husband’s
services to her and the past, present, and future loss of companionship of
her husband, including her spouse’s company, society, cooperation,
affection, aid in the marital relationship, support, comfort, assistance,
association, and the loss of ability to engage in sexual relations:
$140,615.00
