The Magistrate Judge filed a Report and Recommendation 

on July 5, 2013, docket no. 94, recommending that the remaining 

defendants' motion for summary judgment, docket no. 81, be granted.

to the Report and Recommendation. Plaintiff was granted an 

extension of time to file objections, and filed objections on 

August 12, 2013, docket no. 98, with related pleadings at docket 

no. 99-102.
