See Mathews v. Weber, 423 U.S. 261 (1976).The court is charged with makingdea novo
determination of any portion ofeétReport of the Magistrate Judgewhich a specific objection is
made. The court may accept, reject, or modgifyyhole or in part, the recommendation made hy

the Magistrate Judge or recommit the matter to the Magistrate Judge with instruGeer3
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U.S.C. 8§ 636(b). The court rews the Report only for clear eriiarthe absence of an objection

See Diamond v. Colonial Life & Accident Ins. Co., 416 F.3d 310, 315 (4th Cir. 2005) (stating that

“in the absence of a timely filed objeati, a district court need not conduaenovo review, but
instead must only satisfy itself that there is no clear error on the face of the record in order to
the recommendation.”) (citation omitted).
