Additionally, any party who fails to file timely, written objections to the magistrate judge’s
report pursuant to 28 U.S.C. 8§ 636(b)(1) waives the right to raise those objections at the appellate

court level. _United States v. Schronz@7 F.2d 91 (4th Cir. 1984). No objections have been filed

to the magistrate judge's repbrt.
