On January 12, 2017, Plaintiff’s attorney filed a petition for attorney’s fees pursuant to
the Equal Access to Justice Act (“EAJA”), 28 U.S.C. 8 2412. ECF No. 19. The petition seeks
an award of $6,287.05, representing 32.8 attorney hours at the rate of $190.28 per hour in 2015,
and $191.70 per hour in 2016 and 2017, and $400 for the filing fee. Id. On January 25, 2017,
the parties filed a Joint Stipulation for Attorney’s Fees under the EAJA. ECF No. 21.

The Court has reviewed the fee petition and the parties’ stipulation wherein the parties
stipulate, subject to the approval of the court, that Plaintiff’s fee petition is withdrawn.
Accordingly, pursuant to the parties’ stipulation,

IT IS ORDERED that Plaintiff shall be awarded Five Thousand Eight Hundred dollars
and Zero cents ($5,800.00) in attorney’s fees under the EAJA, and Four Hundred dollars and

Zero cents ($400.00) in costs under 28 U.S.C. § 2412(a).
