MEMORANDUM OPINION AND ORDER

Before the Court is United States Magistrate Judge Corker’s Report and Recommendation
(“R&R”) [D. 19]. James Lee filed a motion for judgment on the pleadings [D. 14], and the Com-
missioner of Social Security moved for summary judgment on Lee’s claim [D. 16]. Judge Corker
recommends that Lee’s motion be denied, and that the Commissioner’s motion be granted. There
have been no objections to the R&R, and enough time has passed to treat any objection as forfeited.
