1189], and
herebyGRANTS the motion for clarification [Doc. 963 In addition, the Court hereby

ORDERS that:
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1. from entry of this order until entrpf the final order concluding the
receivership, the receiver is chargetimeoncluding the reeivership in an
orderly manner consistent with the gadlpreserving the assets identified
as receivership property;

2. the receiver, through his counsel, s$hide a written proposal for the
winding down and conclusion of the reaaiship within thity (30) days of
entry of this order, which shall (a) outline a procedure and process for
concluding the receiverghiwithin one hundred twéy (120) days of the
Court's approval of the proposal, (b) address the expenses and fees of the
receivership, including a schedule oétfees and expenses that have been
paid, the fees and expenses that Hasen approved but not paid, and the
fees and expenses that have notbesin approved or paid, (c) address the
procedure for ligudating assets and satisfyinaintiff's judgment and
other potential creditors, and (d) adekeany other matters that he, in his
discretion, deems appropriate;

3. the receiver shall file, contemporanequsith the proposalor the winding
down and conclusion of the receiveiry a proposed order adopting and
incorporating his proposal for signaeeuby the undersigned, which the

undersigned will review for reasonabkss and appropteness; and



4. any objections to the receiver's pr@ab or the proposed order shall be
presented to the Court withten (10) days of the receiver’s filing of the
proposal and proposed order.
