Memorandum Opinion and Order

Before the Court is Magistrate Judgeirtely’'s Report and Bcommendation (“R&R”).

[D. 19]. There have been no objections to theRR&nd enough time has passed to treat any
objection as forfeitedsee 28 U.S.C. § 636(b)(1);#D. R. Qv. P. 72(b)(2).

After reviewing the record, the Court agrees with the R&RADOPT S it. For the reasons
stated in the R&R, Baker's motion for summary judgment GRANTED and the
Commissioner’s iIDENIED with respect to the testimony of Dr. David Snow. In all other
respects, Baker's motion BENIED and the Commissioner's iIGRANTED. This case is
REMANDED to the ALJ. On remand, the ALJ must reassess the opinion of Dr. Snow and
provide good reasons for the weight given his testimony, in accordance with 20 C.F.R.
