MEMORANDUM OPINION

Now before the Court is a pro se prisongyé&ition for a writ ofhabeas corpus filed
pursuant to 28 U.S.C. § 2254 in which Petitionalleimges a criminal judgment against him in
the McNairy County Criminal Court in Selmer, Tennessee [Doc. 2 p. 1]

Under 28 U.S.C. § 2241(d), a petitioner may &ldabeas corpus petition in the district
where his judgment was entered or in the distvlotre he is incarcerated. Petitioner is presently
confined in the Northeast Correctional Comp8ECX”) in Mountain City, Tennessee, and his
judgment of conviction was entered by a statercin McNairy County, Tennessee. NECX is
located in Johnson County, Tennessee, whithtiee Eastern District of Tenness&ee28 U.S.C.

8§ 123(a)(2). McNay County, the situs dPetitioner’s conviction, lies within the Eastern Division
of the Western District of Tennessee, howevgee 28 U.S.C. 8§ 123(c)(1).
Thus, venue for this 8§ 2254 petition is propebath the Eastern and Western Districts of
Tennessee. A petitioner’'s place of confinemeny onfaange, however, while the district of his
conviction will remain constant. Accordingly etltonsistent practice in the Tennessee federal

courts is to transfer habeadipens to the district in whickhe convicting court is located.
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As the Court is authorized to transfer a cas# ghis to another District “in the interest
of justice,” 28 U.S.C8 1406(a), the Clerk will b®BIRECTED to transfer this action to the
Eastern Division of the United States Disti@aiurt for the Western District of Tennessee and
to close this Court’s file.
