On December 18, 2015, the Court directed him to file a properly compietedma pauperis
affidavit or pay the civil filing ée. (D.E.5.) Rhoden again soughgpayment of fees, using the
Court's official form, on December 21, 2015. .ED6.) In a report and recommendation entered
on January 5, 2016, United Statesdidtrate Judge Edward G. y&nt recommended that the
application for leave to proceed forma pauperis be denied. (D.E. 8.) In his report, Judge
Bryant found that Rhoden's December 21, 2015dilfailed to provide sufficient financial
information and, therefore, Plaintiff had not saéidfhis burden of establishing that he was unable
to pay the civil filing fee. 1@d.)

As no objections have been filed and upaview of the docket, the report and

recommendation is hereby ADOPTED and the masdDENIED. This order terminates D.E. 2
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and D.E. 6.
