Admit that You use one or more case-base knowledge engines to interpret electronic 

messages.

RESPONSE TO REQUEST FOR ADMISSION NO. 19:

AOL objects to this Request on the grounds that (i) it is vague and ambiguous, including 

with respect to the terms “use,” “interpret,” and “electronic messages;” (ii) seeks information 

that is not relevant nor reasonably calculated to lead to the discovery of admissible evidence; (iii) 

it is not reasonably limited in scope; (iv) seeks information that is not within AOL's possession, 

custody, or control, to the extent it seeks information about Defendants Google and Yahoo; (v) it 

calls for premature expert opinions; and (vi) is premature to the extent the Court has not yet 

construed the terms "case-base knowledge engines" and "electronic messages."
