MEMORANDUM ORDER ADOPTING

Newman and James D. Price.  The court previously referred this matter to the Honorable Zack

Hawthorn, United States Magistrate Judge, at Beaumont, Texas, for consideration pursuant to

applicable laws and orders of this court.
