Petitioner’s place afdrceration is in the Corpus Christi Division of
the Southern District of Texas, 28 U.S.C. § 124})&nd he was convicted by a court located in
the Amarillo Division of the Northern District oféekas. 28 U.S.C. § 124(a)(5).

For the convenience of parties and witnesses@rinterest of justice, a district court
may transfer any civil action to any other distoctdivision where it might have been brought.
28 U.S.C. 88 1404(a) and 1406(a). Because petitimas convicted in Deaf Smith County, it is
more convenient for the action to be handled inAhmrillo Division of the Northern District of
Texas. The records of his conviction, the prosacamd defense lawyer, and the witnesses are

all located in the Amarrillo Division of the NortheDistrict of Texas.
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Accordingly, it is ordered that the Clerk of theu®t TRANSFER this action to the
United States District Court for the Northern Didtof Texas, Amarillo Division. All pending
