As a result, in accordance with 28 U.S.C. § 636(b)(1), de novo review

is not required.  Nevertheless, the Court has reviewed the magistrate

judge's findings, conclusions, and recommendation for plain error and

has found none.

Thus, after consideration of this matter, the Court concludes that

the findings and conclusions of the magistrate judge should be and are

hereby ADOPTED as the findings and conclusions of this Court. 

Plaintiff's complaint is therefore DISMISSED WITHOUT PREJUDICE.
