(Dismissing Action Without Prejudice)

By Memorandum Order enteredon October7, 2013, the Court conditionally

docketed Plaintiffs action. At that time, the Court warned Plaintiff that he must keep the

Court informed as to his current address if he relocated or if he was released. On May

31, 2016, United States Postal Service returned a May 11, 2016 Memorandum Opinion

and Order to the Court marked, "RETURN TO SENDER" and "FORWARDING TIME

address. Plaintiffs failure to contact the Court and provide a current address indicates

his lack of interest in prosecuting this action.
