Richard Evolluos, proceeding pro .K, filed a civil rights complaint, pttrsuant to 42 U.S.C.

j 1983. By Order entered January 17, 2018, the court directed plaintiffto submit within 20 days

from the date of the Order the required monthly statements and the inmate account form obtained

from the appropriate prison oftkial. Plaintiff was advised tàat a failure to comply would result

in dismissal of this action without prejudice.

More than 20 days have elapsed, and plaintiff has failed to comply with the described

conditions. On February 13, 2018 the conditionally filed order was returned as tmdeliverable

with no forwarding address. By an earlier order plaintiffwas directed to notify the court in

m iting immediately upon plaintifps transfer or release and shall provide a new address; no such

address change was received by the Clerk's Office.Accordingly, the court dismisses the action

without prejudice and strikes the case from the active docket of the court. Plaintiff may reûle the

claims in a separate action once plàintiff is prepared to comply with the noted conditions.
