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Benjnmin Taylor, proceedingrro se, filed a civil rights complaint pursuant to 42 U.S.C. j

1983. By Order entered July 19, 2018, United States M agistrate Judge Robert S. Ballou directed

Plaintiff to submit within twenty days from the date of the Order the consent to withholding of

filing fees fonn in order to complete the application to proceed informapauperis. (Dkt. 10).

Plaintiff was advised that failtlre to comply with this requirement would result in dismissal of

this action without prejudice.

The Coul't finds that more than twenty days have elapsed, and Plaintiff has failed to

comply with the conditions noted in Judge Ballou's July 19, 2018 Order. Accordingly, the Court

DISMISSES the action without prejudice and STRIKES the case from the active docket of the

Court. Plaintiff may refile the claims in a separate pction once Plaintiff is prepared to comply

with the noted condltions.
